Ranges:
Covered, 108’ by 32’, 5’ wide firing points, 20 firing points total

Targets:
50 yards (A-23), 50 meters (A-26), and 100 yards (A-25) targets

Eligibility:  
Open to ASSA members or juniors of a ASSA affiliated club.  Competitors without a conventional prone classification card will fire in the class of their highest classification card.  

Fees:  

$5.00 ASSA registration, $3.00 State Registration, $6.00 Club registration, $36.00 Match fees.  
$50.00 Total registration.  One day fee is $30.  Score only is available for Marksmen and Sharpshooters only (1 day $20, 2 day $30)
Entries:  
Advance entries are required.  Please use Sign-up Genius at https://www.signupgenius.com/go/5080d48afa92ba7fc1-pastate to sign up for the match.  You need to sign up for each day if you are competing on both days.  Please include your classification.  Contact Erin Gestl, 717-832-3385.  Email:  egestl@wcupa.edu if you have any questions.  Make checks payable to Palmyra Sportsmen’s Association. 
PA Rifle & Pistol Association Membership for all PA residents is required to participate in the match.  Membership can be completed at the match.

Firing points will be determined by random drawing after all entries are received.  Competitors’ firing points will be moved every day.  Relays will be reversed every day.  If there are more than 20 competitors in one class that class may need to be separated onto both relays.

Awards:  
Awards will be cash.  50% of match fees will be returned as awards in Matches 1-11.  When there are less than 5 shooters in a class, they may be combined with the next higher class.  Classes will be subdivided into 2 categories, civilian and service, if there are sufficient entries.  No categories for open awards.  Scope class is available for shooters age 55 and over, any age for a shooter with a visual disability.  
Course of Fire:  Firing each relay will commence at 8:30 am.  20 minutes per 20 record shots

Challenges:

Directions to Palmyra:  From North and East:  Take 78W to 81S (exit 80) to 934S, Fort Indiantown Gap exit 

to Annville.  Take 422W (right) into Palmyra.  After the Sheetz gas station on the right, turn right at the next light onto Forge Rd.  See directions below.  From South:  Take the turnpike west and get off at the Lebanon exit.  Take 72N and then 322W.  In Campbelltown take 117N (right) into Palmyra.  Go straight across 422 at the light (Forge Rd.).  See the directions below.  From West:  Take 322E until you reach Hershey, but do not get off at the Hershey Medical Center exit, keep going straight and 422E will begin.  Follow 422E into Palmyra.  After you pass Railroad St., turn left at the second light onto Forge Rd.  See the directions below.  Directions Continued for all:  Once on Forge Rd., go North about 1.8 miles; as the road makes a very sharp left, a small road goes straight.  Take the small road and 0.2 miles later the club sign is overhead.  The clubhouse is located at the bottom of the hill.
